	Reflection:

I obtained permission from the Mfantseman Municipal Director of Education to visit the schools and hold discussions with the teachers. I was only able to visit 10 out of the 21 schools on two different occasions for each of the school. We held discussion on the importance of technology on student learning; identified some of the opportunities and challenges for technology integration in their schools; identified some instructional resources; and demonstrated how the teachers could edit the classroom pages.
A major challenge during the demonstration was that Weebly does not allow access to Weebly account by default while in Ghana. Teachers could therefore not try their hands on editing using their own account. I had to call Weebly to access my own account. I complained to Weebly about the effect of their policy on the capstone project and they worked it out by making me compile a list of email addresses of the teachers and send it to them. I had to help teachers who did not have email addresses to create one.
Interacting with the teachers was more time consuming than I expected. It would be better to organize a single workshop for all the teachers in a project like this.
