	1. Briefly describe the field experience. What did you learn about technology facilitation and leadership from completing this field experience?
The field experience was a blended learning activity for 12th grade students in which students combined the art studio resources with online resources to create pictures. Students practiced with a number of picture-making techniques and selected one for their final project. They collaborated in locating reference materials online and provided feedback on peers’ work for improvement.
During the field experience, I learned that integrating online activity in art making involved paying extra attention to make sure that students abide by copyright regulations. Students were often attempted to reproduce other artists’ work without modification. Teachers therefore need to make sure students are reminded of ethical use of online materials.
